Pre-regatta Checks

1.
Check who is towing the yoal (normally Nicola, Iain or Robbie – or you can arrange your own transport) and that they can tow it both there and back.
2.
Make sure the yoal is loaded on the trailer in good time and securely tied down. (This may often need to be on the Thursday night for Friday or Saturday regattas. Don’t forget to tie in the oars, secure loose pieces of wood and tie on safety lines.)

3.
Make sure the yoal is clean.

4.
Humlibaands are in good condition. There should be a spare or 2 in the yoal. If no, tell Nicola or Iain.

5.
Spare oars are loaded.

6.
‘Feet wood’ (if needed) is loaded.

7.
Check that the radios have been charged and someone is taking them.

8.
Check that the lifejackets, seat pads, etc, are present and correct.

9.
Find out what time the yoal must be in the water and let the person towing know. Make sure you find out what teams are rowing. Please don’t send the yoal for a 2pm start when we have no teams til 3pm.
On the Day

 1.
Have sufficient persons available to untie and take the yoal off the trailer, fit her out, (don’t forget to put the niall in) launch her and row her round to the berth/pontoon, etc, as required.

2.
Get the lane order sheet and put it in the yoal.

3.
Tune the radio to the correct channel and put it in the yoal.

4.
Make sure there is a cox available for each race. (Each team should have arranged its own cox. However, if they have not, it’s up to you.)

5.
 Assist with launching and berthing the yoal after each race.

6.
At the end of the regatta, have sufficient persons available to re-trailer and secure the yoal.

7.
Check that all the lifejackets and seat pads are in the bag, the radios are there and the wood and spare oars in the boat.
